DEER-RESISTANT PLANTS

Plants can only be called deer resistant not deer proof. Some
plants are quite tasty to deer, others less so. Depending on the
density of the deer population, drought conditions and the
availability of other more palatable plants, some plants are
more resistant than others. Thislist is an attempt to classify and
define, as afood source for deer, the desirability of many plants
typically found in Central Texas.

Camouflage Gardening is simply using plants that contain natu-
ral chemicals and have characteristics that deter deer from
wanting to eat them. A scent barrier is created by using avari-
ety of strongly aromatic plants, shrubs and herbs throughout the
garden.

These nanes
are treated as L atinized possessive nouns Engelmann becomes engelmannii

* All plants are identified by two names: genusand species (generically and specifically). To further differ-
entiate, they are divided by variety (subgroup). Opuntia engelmannii var. discataN

* Notetha hegenusis always capitalized and the species is not capitalized, even if derived from a persond
name.

* Inmog cases, al letter soundswill be pronouned.

For pronunciations and derivations of individual names, go to <davesgaden.com> and click onthe
"Guides & Information” tab; after you get there, click on "Botanary.” You can browse words alphabeically
or search for specific words Here are afew examples:

Aloe: AL-oh: From the Arakic Alloeh
Cactaceae: kak-TAY-see-ee Or kak-TAY-see-eye: The cacusfamily.

Coryphantha: kor-ry-FAN-tha or kor-rif-AN-tha: From the Greek koryphe (summit, top), and arthos (fl ower), refer-
ring to the position of the flowers on the<e caci.

cuzcoensis: kuz-koh-EN-sis: Of or from Cuzco, Peru

Echinocereus: ek-in-oh-KER-ee-us Or ek-in-oh-SER-ee-us: From the Greekechinos, (porcupine) and cereus, refetring
to the shape of the fl oral tube.

Euphorbiaceae: yoo-for-bee-AY-see-ee Or yoo-for-bee-AY-see-eye. The Euphorbia family, named for Euphorbus,
Greekphysicianto Juball, King of Mauretana

Gymnocalycium: jim-no-kal-LISS-ee-um: From the Greek gymnos (naked) and kalyx (covering; calyx); the flower
buds arenaked

Kalanchoe: kal-un-KOH-ee: From the Chinese name for one of the species Submitted by
Pachypodium: pak-uh-PO-dee-um: Thick foot. Wendell Bingham
